Property security.  Sections along Long
Bay and Water Lilly Roads should be
secured with fencing and gates.

Selected wildlife opening.  Areas between
xeric and mesic pine stands should be
targeted for wildlife openings.

Pond Construction.  This relic borrow
pit could be enhanced to provide
recreational fishing opportunity.

Trash and debris removal.  Significant
unauthorized dumping has occurred
in this area.

Road construction.  Although some roads exist
on the property, they are not constructed for all
types of vehicles.  Many either pass through
deep unconsolidated sands or wet mesic sites.
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Additional acreage.  Inclusion of
this acreage would simplify certain
land management activities.

Subsurface water influence.  This deep

Trail construction.  The best route to
access much of the property will be
through trails rather than roads for all
vehicle types.  A trail network could
take advantage of linear openings,
relic fire breaks, and avoid stumps
when possible to reduce cost.
